Keith Mansfield
Keith has been a tax partner for 13 years and has 
worked in London since 2001. During his 22 year career 
in tax he has gained broad experience of corporate and 
international tax planning and now uses this experience 
to deal with large private businesses and FTSE250 

companies in particular those with significant asset based and 
complex shareholder issues.

Keith’s corporate clients include the Lewis Trust Group, Greene King 
Plc, Wilmington Plc, ISG Plc, IG Index Plc, Capital and Regional plc, 
Informa Plc, Mouchel Plc and CLS Holdings plc.

Allison has successfully promoted social enterprise to 
a wide spectrum of London’s agencies and decision 

makers, raising awareness and creating a community of support 
through effective networking and developing strong strategic 
partnerships. Whilst at SEL, Allison has worked to increase the 
understanding and implementation for social enterprise, particularly 
in the delivery of public services, social accounting, and business 
support.  

Allison is a member of the Government’s Women’s Enterprise 
Taskforce and the Building Stronger Communities Taskforce. She is 
Deputy Chair of ACEVO, and sits on a number of social enterprise 
Boards including the London Migraine Centre and the Council of the 
Social Enterprise Coalition.

Stephen Dawson
One of the first venture capitalists in the UK, he has 
been involved for almost 25 years with ECI, which 
specialises in mid-market buy-outs. He was managing 
director there for nine years and is now non-executive 
chairman. He has been a non-executive director of 

six companies which achieved a stock market quotation, including 
Guardian iT, ECI’s most successful investment and Ovum, where he 
was chairman. He was named Personality of the Year at the Private 
Equity Awards in 2007.

Co-founder and chairman of Impetus Trust, which has pioneered 
venture philanthropy in the UK. Impetus was winner of the 
grantmaking category at the UK Charity Awards 2008. Co-founder 
and Chairman of Jacana Venture Partnership, which is aiming to fight 
poverty in Africa by helping the development of a venture capital 
industry. Founder trustee of the European Venture Philanthropy 
Association. Trustee of a Community Association and Shop.

Philip Wright
Philip is a Partner at PwC and is responsible for some 
of the firm’s major advisory clients, Diageo, HMRC 
and DwP, BBC and UBM.  He is also responsible for 
our services to non-executive directors and for co-
ordinating a programme of initiatives and activities 

within the Boardroom covering effectiveness and workings of the 
Board and Board Committees, remuneration, risk, pensions, taxation, 
IT and outsourcing.  

From 1997 to 2003, Philip was first European then Global Leader 
for Corporate Finance & Recovery with turnover of US$1.1 billion, 
580 partners and 5,500 staff.

He is the author of a book “In 
Search of Shareholder Value (1997) and a Director and Trustee of 
Common Purpose as well as a Director of Digital Theatre.

Rodney’s background is equity research, investment 
banking and venture capital.  He is CEO of ClearlySo 
(www.clearlyso.com) the world’s first marketplace 
for social business & enterprise, commerce and 
investment. Rodney also founded Catalyst in 1997, a 

venture capital & advisory firm (www.catfund.com) which is raising 
a £40-50 million fund to invest in high return social businesses in 
the UK.  Rodney advises leading UK social enterprises (e.g. the 
HCT Group and Belu Water), lectures at the Said Business School 
(Oxford), and is on the Board of the Ethical Property Company and 
The Green Thing (Chairman).  He is former Chairman of Justgiving 
and Shelter and maintains the widely-read Social Business Blog.

Anne Humphries
Ann Humphries is a Board member of the New West 
End Company and until recently served as its interim 
Chair. She is also a Board member of a South London 
Housing Association. Ann was a Board Director of John 
Lewis Department Stores from 2000 to September 

2007, with previous wide ranging and significant roles in the private 
and public sectors. As John Lewis Director in charge of development 
in the UK, she led the investment that will result in several new 
shops as part of large retail developments in major city and town 
centres, such as Liverpool, Leicester and Stratford London. She is 
currently acting as a part-time adviser to the Chairman of the John 
Lewis Partnership on public policy issues such as planning, road 
pricing and London. Ann was Governor of Hillcroft College, the only 
residential women’s adult higher education college, for 10 years. She 
was also a member of the governing body of two primary schools in 
Wandsworth. Ann graduated from Somerville College, Oxford with 
a Chemistry degree and was a senior lecturer at Kingston Business 
School.
